depemling upon extension of contract granted under provisions of clause 2 and clause 5.

The Security Deposit shall be released after successful completaefaft liability period
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CLAUSE 2: COMPENSATION FOR DELAY

If the contractor fails to maintain thequred progress in terms of clause 5 or to complete the
work and clear the site on or before the contract or extended date of completion, he shall, without
prejudice to any other right or remedy available under the purview of the Contract on account of
sudh breach, pay as agreed compensation the amount calculated at the rates stipulated below a
the authority (whose decision in writing shall be final and binding) may decide on the amount of
tendered value of the work for every completed day/month (as ablg)cthat the progress
remains below that specified in Clause 5 or that the work remains incomplete.

This will also apply to items or group of items for which a separate period of completion has been
specified.

Compensation for delay of work@ 0.5 % per week ofdelay to be computed on per day

basis Provided always that the total amount of compensation for delay to be paid under this
Condition shall not exceed 10% of the Tendered Value of work or of the Tendered Value of the
item or group of items ofork for which a separate period of completion is originally given.

The amount of compensation may be adjusted owf§ehgainst any sum payable to the
Contractor under this or any other contract with the WAPCOS. In case, the contractor does not
achieve a particular milestone mentioned Awdditional Conditions of Contractor the re
scheduled milestone(s) in terms of Clause 5.4, the amount shown against that milestone shall be
withheld, to be adjusted against the compensation levied at the finalo§faxtension of Time.
Withholding of this amount on failure to achieve a milestone, shall be automatic without any
notice to the contractor. However, if the contractor catches up with the progress of work on the
subsequent milestone(s), the withheld aniahall be released. In case the contractor fails to
make up for the delay in subsequent milestone(s), amount mentioned against each milestone
missed subsequently also shall be withheld. However, no interest, whatsoever, shall be payable or
such withheld enount.

CLAUSE 3: WHEN CONTRACT CAN BE DETERMINED

Subject to other provisions contained in this clause, the Engimé&snarge may, without
prejudice to his any other rights or remedy against the contractor in respect of any delay, inferior
workmanship any claims for damages and/or any other provisions of this contract or otherwise,
and whether the date of completion has or has not elapsed, by notice in writing absolutely
determine the contract in any of the following cases:

i. If the contractor havin@peen given by the Engineer-Charge a notice in writing to rectify,
reconstruct or replace any defective work or that the work is being performed in an
inefficient or otherwise improper or unworkman like manner shall omit to comply with the
requirement bsuch notice for a period of seven days thereafter.

il. If the contractor has, without reasonable cause, suspended the progress of the work or has
failed to proceed with the work with due diligence so that in the opinion of the Engireer
Charge (which shhbe final and binding) he will be unable to secure completion of the work
by the date for completion and continues to do so after a notice in writing of seven days
from the Engineem-Charge. iii.lf the contractor fails to complete the work within the
stipulated date or items of work with individual date of completion, if any stipulated, on or
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before such date(s) of completion and does not complete them within the period specified in
a notice given in writing in that behalf by the EngingeCharge.

If the contractor persistently neglects to carry out his obligations under the contract and/ or
commits default in complying with any of the terms and conditions of the contract and does
not remedy it or take effective steps to remedy it within 7 days aftetice in writing is

given to him in that behalf by the EngingerCharge.

If the contractor shall offer or give or agree to give to any person in WAPCOS service or to
any other person on his behalf any gift or consideration of any kind as an irehicem
reward for doing or forbearing to do or for having done or forborne to do any act in relation
to the obtaining or execution of this or any other contract for WAPCOS.

If the contractor shall enter into a contract with WAPCOS in connection withhwhic
commission has been paid or agreed to be paid by him or to his knowledge, unless the
particulars of any such commission and the terms of payment thereof have been previously
disclosed in writing to the Engineer-Charge. vii.lf the contractor had se@a the contract

with WAPCOS as a result of wrong tendering or otherinomafide methods of competitive
tendering or commits breach of Integrity Agreement. Mii.the contractor being an
individual, or if a firm, any partner thereof shall at any timextgidged insolvent or have a
receiving order or order for administration of his estate made against him or shall take any
proceedings for liquidation or composition (other than a voluntary liquidation for the
purpose of amalgamation or reconstruction) uradg/ Insolvency Act for the time being in

force or make any conveyance or assignment of his effects or composition or arrangement
for the benefit of his creditors or purport so to do, or if any application be made under any
Insolvency Act for the time beg in force for the sequestration of his estate or if a trust deed
be executed by him for benefit of his creditors.

If the contractor being a company shall pass a resolution or the court shall make an order
that the company shall be wound up or if a ne®eor a manager on behalf of a creditor
shall be appointed or if circumstances shall arise which entitle the court or the creditor to
appoint a receiver or a manager or which entitle the court to make a winding up order.

If the contractor shall suffer aexecution being levied on his goods and allow it to be
continued for a period of 21 days.

If the contractor assigns, transfers, sublets (engagement of labour on-a/@ikd®sis or of

labour with materials not to be incorporated in the work, shall beotdeemed to be
subletting) or otherwise parts with or attempts to assign, transfer, sublet or otherwise parts
with the entire works or any portion thereof without the prior written approval of the
Engineerin-Charge.

When the contractor has made hithdiable for action under any of the cases aforesaid, the
Engineefin-Charge on behalf of the WAPCOS shall have powers:

To determine the contract as aforesaid (of which termination notice in writing to the
contractor under the hand of the Enginee€harge shall be conclusive evidence). Upon
such determination, the Security Deposit already recovered and Performance Guarantee
under the contract shall be liable to be forfeited and shall be absolutely at the disposal of the
WAPCOS.

After giving noticeto the contractor to measure up the work of the contractor and to take
such whole, or the balance or part thereof, as shall f#ecuted out of his hands and to
give it to another contractor to complete the work. The contractor, whose contract is
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determned as above, shall not be allowed to participate in the tendering process for the
balance work.

In the event of above courses being adopted by the Engmédrarge, the contractor shall have

no claim to compensation for any loss sustained by himebgons of his having purchased or
procured any materials or entered into any engagements or made any advances on account or wit|
a view to the execution of the work or the performance of the contract. And in case action is taken
under any of the provisioaforesaid, the contractor shall not be entitled to recover or be paid any
sum for any work thereof or actually performed under this contract unless and until the Engineer
in-Charge has certified in writing the performance of such work and the value payaddpect

thereof and he shall only be entitled to be paid the value so certified.

CLAUSE 3A

In case, the work cannot be starteithin 15 daysdue to reasons not within the control of the
contractor within 1/8th of the stipulated time for commgletof work or one month whichever is
higher, either party may close the contract. In case contractor wants to close the contract, he shall
give notice to the WAPCOS stating the failure on the part of WAPCOS. In such eventuality, the
Performance Guaranteétbe contractor shall be refunded within following tifimeits:

a) Tendered value of work is up to Rs. 45 lat5 days
b) If the Tendered value of work is more than Rs. 45 lac and up to Rs. 2.5 Crazé days

CLAUSE 4: CONTRACTOR LIABLE TO PAY COMPENSATION EVEN IF ACTION NOT

thereof, shall have become exercisable and the sametaexercised, the neexercise thereof

shall not constitute a waiver of any of the conditions hereof and such powers shall
notwithstanding be exercisable in the event of any future case of default by the contractor and the
liability of the contractor for ampensation shall remain unaffected. In the event of the Engineer
in-Charge putting in force all or any of the powers vested in him under the preceding clause he
may, if he so desires after giving a notice in writing to the contractor, take possessipatdhé

sole discretion of the Enginegr-Charge which shall be final and binding on the contractor) use
as on hire (the amount of the hire money being also in the final determination of the Engineer

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CLAUSE 5: TIME AND EXTENSION FOR DELAY

The time allowed for execution of the Works mentioned in NITor the extended time in
accordance with these conditions shall be the essence of the Contract. The execution of the works
shall commencewithin 7 daysor from the date of handing over of the site whichever is later. If

the Contractor commits default in commencing the execution of the work as aforesaid, WAPCOS
shall without prejudice to any other right or remedy available in lanathiberty to forfeit the
performance guarantee absolutely.

5.1 As soon as possible after the Contract is concluded, the Contractor shall submit a Time and
Progress Chart for each mile stone and get it approved by the WAPCOS. The Chart shall be
prepaed in direct relation to the time stated in the Contract documents for completion of
items of the works. It shall indicate the forecast of the dates of commencement and
completion of various trades of sections of the work and may be amended as necessary by
agreement between the Engin@eCharge and the Contractor within the limitations of time
imposed in the Contract documents, and further to ensure good progress during the execution
of the work, the contractor shall in all cases in which the time alldareany work, exceeds
one month (save for special jobs for which a separate programme has been agreed upon)

the Engineein- Charge within ten days of award of the contract. A recovery of Rs. 2500/
(for works cosing upto Rs. 20 Crores) / Rs. 5000br works costing more than Rs. 20
Crores) shall be made on per day basis in case of delay in submission of the above
programme.

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completion of RCC work as per requirement of work. The contractor shall submit shuttering
schedule adequate to complete structure work within laid down physical milestone.

If at any time, it appears todtEngineetin-Charge that the actual progress of work does not
conform to the approved programme referred above or after rescheduling of milestones, the
contractor shall produce a revised programme within 7 (seven) days, showing the
modifications to the gpoved programme to ensure timely completion of the work. The
modified schedule of programme shall be approved by the Engineer in Charge. A recovery
of Rs. 2500/ (for works costing upto Rs. 20 Crores) / Rs. 50@f@r works costing more

than Rs. 20 Cros) shall be made on per day basis in case of delay in submission of the
modified programme.

The submission for approval by the EngingeCharge of such programme or such
particulars shall not relieve the contractor of any of the duties or resporesbiliider the
contract. This is without prejudice to the right of Engine@eCharge to take action against
the contractor as per terms and conditions of the agreement.

The contractor shall submit the progress report using MS PRijeotverasoftware wih

base line programme referred above for the work done during previous month to the
Engineefin-charge on or before 5th day of each month failing which a recovery Rs.-2500/

progress report.

Then upon the happening of any such event causing delay, the Contractor shall
immediately give notice thereof in writing to the authority as indicateddditional
Conditions of Contradbut shall nevertheless use constantly his best endesatmprevent

or make good the delay and shall do all that may be reasonably required to the satisfaction
of the Engineein-Charge to proceed with the works.

5.3 Request for rescheduling of Mile stones and extension of time, to be eligible for

consideratia, shall be made by the Contractor in writing within fourteen days of the
happening of the event causing delay on the prescribed form to the authority as indicated in
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Additional Conditions of ContracThe Contractor may also, if practicable, indicateuchsa
request the period for which extension is desired.

5.4 In any such case the authority as indicatedduitional Conditions of Contraghay give a
fair and reasonable extension of time and reschedule the mile stones for completion of work.
Such extensn or rescheduling of the milestones shall be communicated to the Contractor by
the authority as indicated idditional Conditions of Contraéh writing, within 3 months or
4 weeks of the date of receipt of such request respectively. Non applicatioe dgntractor
for extension of time/ rescheduling of the milestones shall not be a bar for giving a fair and
reasonable extension/ rescheduling of the milestones by the authority as indicated in
Additional Conditions of Contraend this shall be bindingn the contractor.

CLAUSE 6 : MEASUREMENTS OF WORK DONE

Engineefin-Charge shall, except as otherwise provided, ascertain and determine by measurement,
the value in accordance with the contract of work done.

All measurement of all items havingéincial value shall be entered in Measurement Book and/or
level field book so that a complete record is obtained of all works performed under the contract.

All measurements and levels shall be taken jointly by the Enging&harge or his authorized
representative and by the contractor or his authorized representative from time to time during the
progress of the work and such measurements shall be signed and dated by the-Engineer
Charge and the contractor or their representatives in token of toejptance. If the contractor
objects to any of the measurements recorded, a note shall be made to that effect with reason an
signed by both the parties. If for any reason the contractor or his authorized representative is not
available and the work of rerding measurements is suspended by the Enginggnargeor his
representative, the EngineerCharge and the WAPCOS shall not entertain any claim from
contractor for any loss or damages on this account. If the contractor or his authorized
representati® does not remain present at the time of such measurements after the contractor or his
authorized representative has been given a notice in writing three (3) days in advance or fails to
countersign or to record objection within a week from the date ofmssurement, then such
measurements recorded in his absence by the Engmé&drarge or his representative shall be
deemed to be accepted by the Contractor.

The contractor shall, without extra charge, provide all assistance with every applianceatabou
other things necessary for measurements and recording levels.

Except where any general or detailed description of the work expressly shows to the contrary,
measurements shall be taken in accordance with the procedure set forth in the spesification
notwithstanding any provision in the relevant Standard Method of measurement or any general or
local custom. In the case of items which are not covered by specifications, measurements shall be
taken in accordance with the relevant standard method ofure@asnt issued by the Bureau of
Indian Standards and if for any item no such standard is available, then a mutually agreed method
shall be followed.

The contractor shalll gi ve, n o t-in-Chargesortish an s e\

It is also a term of this contract that recording of measurements of any item of work in the
measirement book and/or its payment in the interim, on account or final bill shall not be
considered as conclusive evidence as to the sufficiency of any work or material to which it relates
nor shall it relieve the contractor from liabilities from any over sneament or defects noticed till
completion of the defects liability period.

Engineefin-Charge shall, except as otherwise provided, ascertain and determine by measurement
the value of work done in accordangih the contract.

that may be statedhithe agreement between WAPC@& the contractothe contractor shall
become entitled to payment only after W@®S has received corresponding payment from the
owner of the work done by the contractor. Any delay in release of payment by the owner to
WAPCOS leading to a delay in the release, the corresponding payment by WAPCOS to the
contractor shall not entitle theontractor to any compensation/interest from WAPCOS. All
payments shall be released by the way of e transfer through RTi@@ardirectly at their bank
account.

No payment shall be made for work, estimated to cost Rs. Twenty thousand or less titleafte
whole of the work shall have been completed and certificate of completion given. For works
estimated to cost over Rs. Twenty thousand, the interim or running account bills shall be
submitted by the contractor for the work executed on the basislofecerded measurements on

the format of the WAPCOS in triplicate on or before the date of every month fixed for the same
by the Engineem-Charge. The contractor shall not be entitled to be paid any such interim
payment if the gross work done togethethanet payment/ adjustment of advances for material
collected, if any, since the last such payment is less than the amount speciidditional
Conditions of Contragtin which case the interim bill shall be prepared on the appointed date of
the month #er the requisite progress is achieved. Enghiie€Zharge shall arrange to have the

bill verified by taking or causing to be taken, where necessary, the requisite measurements of the
work. In the event of the failure of the contractor to submit the, lidigyineetin-Charge shall
prepare or cause to be prepared such bills in which event no claims whatsoever due to delays or
payment including that of interest shall be payable to the contractor. Payment on account of
amount admissible shall be made by thegiBeerin- Charge certifying the sum to which the
contractor is considered entitled by way of interim payment at such rates as decided by the
Engineefin-Charge. The amount admissible shall be paid by 10th working day after the day of
presentation of thbill by the Contractor to the Enginegr-Charge together with the account of

the material issued by the WAPCOS, or dismantled materials, if any. In the case of works outside
the headquarters of the Enginesr-Charge, the period of ten working days vii# extended to
fifteen working days.

All such interim payments shall be regarded as payment by way of advances against final
payment only and shall not preclude the requiring of bad, unsound and imperfect or unskilled
work to be rejected, removed, takaway and reconstructed oreeected.

payment, may be modified or corrected by any subsequent such certificate(s) or by the final
certificate and shall not by itself be conclusive evidence that any work or materials to which it
relates is/are in accordance with the contract and specifications. Any such interim payment, or any
part thereof shall not in any respect conclude, determine ectafi any way powers of the
Engineerin-Charge under the contract or any of such payments be treated as final settlement and
adjustment of accounts or in any way vary or affect the contract.

Pending consideration of extension of date of completiderim payments shall continue to be
made as herein provided without prejudice to the right of the WAPCOS to take action under the
terms of this contract for delay in the completion of work, if the extension of date of completion is
not granted by the comfant authority.
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The Engineein-Charge in his sole discretion on the basis of a certificate from the En¢jireer
Charge to the effect that the work has been completed up to the level in question make interim
advance payments without detailed measurésien work done (other than foundations, items to

be covered under finishing items) up to lintel level (including sunshade etc.) and slab level, for
each floor working out at 75% of the assessed value.

unsatisfactory, he maynake the payment directly to the contractor associated for minor
component as per the terms and conditions of the agreement drawn between main contractor anc
associate contractor fixed by him. Such payment made to the associate contractor shall be

to the Chief Engineer in charge of Quality Assurance or his subordinate officers or the officers of
the orgarzation engaged by the WAPCOS for Quality Assurance or to the Chief Technical
Examiner or his subordinate officers, that any work has been executed with unsound, imperfect,
or unskilful workmanship, or with materials or articles provided by him for the wgi@t of the

work which are unsound or of a quality inferior to that contracted or otherwise not in accordance
with the contract, the contractor shall, on demand in writing which shall be made within twelve
months (six months in the case of work costing EsLac and below except road work) of the
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completion of the work from the EnginerCharge specifying the work, materials or articles
complained of notwithstanding that the same may have been passed, certified and paid for
forthwith rectify, or removend reconstruct the work so specified in whole or in part, as the case
may require or as the case may be, remove the materials or articles so specified and provide othe
proper and suitable materials or articles at his own charge and cost. In the dhenfading to

do so within a period specified by the EngingerCharge in his demand aforesaid, then the
contractor shall be liable to pay compensation at the same rate as under clause 2 of the contrac
(for noncompletion of the work in time) for thdefault.

In such case the Enginei@rCharge may not accept the item of work at the rates applicable under
the contract but may accept such items at reduced rates as the authority spegifiddional
Conditions of Contraanay consider reasonablerthg the preparation of on account bills or final

bill if the item is so acceptable without detriment to the safety and utility of the item and the
structure or he may reject the work outright without any payment and/or get it and other
connected and inocahtal items rectified, or removed andeneecuted at the risk and cost of the
contractor. Decision of the EngineerCharge to be conveyed in writing in respect of the same
will be final and binding on the contractor.

CLAUSE 17 : CONTRACTOR LIABLE FOR DA MAGES, DEFECTS DURING DEFECT
LIABILITY PERIOD

If the contractor or his working people or servants shall break, deface, injure or destroy any part
of building in which they may be working, or any building, road, road kerb, fence, enclosure,
water pipe, ables, drains, electric or telephone post or wires, trees, grass or grassland, or
cultivated ground contiguous to the premises on which the work or any part is being executed, or
if any damage shall happen to the work while in progress, from any causeverhat if any

defect, shrinkage or other faults appear in the work within twelve months (six months in the case
of work costing Rs. Ten lacs and below except road work) after a certificate final or otherwise of
its completion shall have been given by BEregineerin- Charge as aforesaid arising out of defect

or improper materials or workmanship the contractor shall upon receipt of a notice in writing on
that behalf make the same good at his own expense or in default the Eingi@barge cause the

same tdbe made good by other workmen and deduct the expense from any sums that may be due
or at any time thereafter may become due to the contractor, or from his security deposit or the
proceeds of sale thereof or of a sufficient portion thereof. The secupbgsitl®f the contractor

shall not be refunded before the expiry of twelve months (six months in the case of work costing
Rs. Ten lacs and below except road work) after the issue of the certificate final or otherwise, of
completion of work, or till the finbill has been prepared and passed whichever is later.

Provided that in the case of road work, if in the opinion of the Engine€harge, half of the
security deposit is sufficient, to meet all liabilities of the contractor under this contracif tadf
security deposit will be refundable after six months and the remaining half after twelve months of
the issue of the said certificate of completion or till the final bill has been prepared and passed
whichever is later.

The defects liability pead will be two years from the date of completion of development and
construction works. During this period the Contractor will get the defects rectified without any
cost to WAPCOS. For the item of water proofing rdmfatment,the Contractor will give
guaantee bond for ten yearSimilarly, for other items, like electrical/mechanical equipment
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which have guarantee/warranty period beyond one year, wherever applicable as per manufacturel
recommendations, will also be given guarantee bond by the Cont@dtkRPCOS.

CLAUSE 18 : CONTRACTOR SUPPLY TOOLS & PLANTS ETC.

The contractor shall provide at his own cost all materials (except such special materials, if any, as
may in accordance with the contract be supplied from the Engm&h ar ge 0 s st
machinery, tools & plants as specified Adlditional Conditions of Contracin addition to this,
appliances, implements, other plants, ladders, cordage, tackle, scaffolding and temporary works
required for the proper execution of the work, whether origaidtdred or substituted and whether
included in the specifications or other documents forming part of the contract or referred to in
these conditions or not, or which may be necessary for the purpose of satisfying or complying
with the requirements of thE&ngineesin-Charge as to any matter as to which under these
conditions he is entitled to be satisfied, or which he is entitled to require together with carriage
therefore to and from the work. The contractor shall also supply without charge the requisite
number of persons with the means and materials, necessary for the purpose of setting out works
and counting, weighing and assisting the measurement for examination at any time and from time
to time of the work or materials. Failing his so doing, the sauag be provided by the Engineer
in-Charge at the expense of the contractor and the expenses may be deducted, from any mone:
due to the contractor, under this contract or otherwise and/or from his security deposit or the
proceeds of sale thereof, or of dfient portionthereof.

CLAUSE 18A: RECOVERY OF COMPENSATION PAID TO WORKMEN

In every case in which by virtue of the provisions-sue ct i on (1) of Secti on
Compensation Act, 1923, WAPCOS is obliged to pay compensation to ananor&mployed by

the contractor, in execution of the works, WAPCOS will recover from the contractor, the amount
of the compensation so paid; and, without prejudice to the rights of the WAPCOS under
subsection (2) of Section 12, of the said Act, WAPCOS #leadlt liberty to recover such amount

h. Whatever is the minimum wage for the time being, or if the wagebtays higher than such
wage, such wage shall be paid by the contractor to the workmen directly without the
intervention of Jamadar and that Jamadar shall not be entitled to deduct or recover any amount
from the minimum wage payable to the workmen as gnddy of commission or otherwise.

i. The contractor shall ensure that no amount by way of commission or otherwise is deducted or
recovered by the Jamadar from the wage of workmen.

Engineerin-Charge shall have power to give notice in writing to the contractor(s) requiring that
the said Rules be complied with and the amenities prescribed theremviged to the work

people within a reasonable time to be specified in the notice. If the contractor(s) shall fail within
the period specified in the notice to comply with and/observe the said Rules and to provide the
amenities to the workeople as aforesd, the Engineein-Charge shall have the power to provide

the amenities hereinbefore mentioned at the cost of the contractor(s). The contractor(s) shall erect.
make and maintain at his/their own expense and to approved standards all necessary huts an

period specified in the notice, the EngingeCharge shall have the power to remodel or
reconstruct such huts and sanitary arrangements according to approved standards at the cost of tr
contractor(s).

a. The contractor(s) shall provide each hut with proper ventilation.

b. All doors, windows, and ventilators shall be provided with suitableekeaor
security purposes.

c. There shall be kept an open space of at least 7.2m (8 yards) between the rows of huts
which may be reduced to 6m (20 ft.) according to the availability of site with the
approval of the Engineen-Charge. Back to back construmtiwill be allowed

(iif) Water Supply- The contractor(s) shall provide adequate supply of water for the use of
labourers. The provisions shall not be less than two gallons of pure and wholesome water
per head per day for drinking purposes and three galliociean water per head per day for
bathing and washing purposes. Where piped water supply is available, supply shall be at
stand posts and where the supply is from wells or river, tanks which may be of metal or
masonry, shall be provided. The contractor¢bpll also at his/ their own cost make
arrangements for laying pipe lines for water supply to his/ their labour camp from the
existing mains wherever available, and shall pay all fees and charges therefore.

(iv) The site selected for the camp shall be higlugd, removed from jungle.

(v) Disposal of Excreta The contractor(s) shall make necessary arrangements for the disposal of
excreta from the latrines by trenching or incineration which shall be according to the
requirements laid down by the Local Health Barities. If trenching or incineration is not
allowed, the contractor(s) shall make arrangements for the removal of the excreta through
the Municipal Committee/authority and inform it about the number of labourers employed
so that arrangements may be mdesuch Committee/authority for the removal of the
excreta. All charges on this account shall be borne by the contractor and paid direct by him
to the Municipality/authority. The contractor shall provide one sweeper for every eight seats
in case of dry syem.

(vi) Drainage- The contractor(s) shall provide efficient arrangements for draining away sullage
water so as to keep the camp neat and tidy.

(vii) The contractor(s) shall make necessary arrangements for keeping the camp area sufficiently
lighted to avoid acdents to the workers.
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(viii) Sanitation- The contractor(s) shall make arrangements for conservancy and sanitation in
the labour camps according to the rules of the Local Public Health and Medical Authorities.

CLAUSE 19I

The Engineein-Charge may requiréhe contractor to dismiss or remove from the site of the work
any person or persons in the contractorsoé e
misconduct himself and the contractor shall forthwith comply with such requirements. In respect
of maintanance/repair or renovation works etc. where the labour have an easy access to the
individual houses, the contractor shall issue identity cards to the labourers, whether temporary or
permanent and he shall be responsible for any untoward action on tloé¢ gzch labour. AE/JE

will display a list of contractors working in the colony/Blocks on the notice board in the colony
and also at the service Centre, to apprise the residents about the same.

CLAUSE 19J

It shall be the responsibility of the contraicto see that the building under construction is not
occupied by anybody unauthorized during construction, and is handed over to the Engineer
Chargewith vacant possession of complete building. If such building though completed is
occupied illegally, hen the Engineen-Charge shall have the option to refuse to accept the said
building/buildings in that position. Any delay in acceptance on this account will be treated as the
delay in completion and for such delay, a levy up to 5% of tendered valuerkfmay be
imposed by the WAPCOS whose decision shall be final both with regard to the justification and
guantum and be binding on the contractor.

However, WAPCOS, through a notice, may require the contractor to remove the illegal
occupation any timeroor before construction and delivery.

CLAUSE 19K : Employment of Skilled / Semi Skilled Workers

The contractor shall, at all stages of work, deploy skilled/siilied tradesmen who are
gualified and possess certificate in particular trade fromdtl Training Institute/National

Institute of construction Management and Research (NICMAR)/ National Academy of
Construction, CIDC or any similar reputed and recognized Institute managed/ certified by
State/Central Government. The number of suchifiritradesmen shall not be less than 20% of
total skilled/semiskilled workers required in each trade at any stage of work. The contractor shall
submit number of man days required in respect of each trade, its scheduling and the list of
gualified tradesmn along with requisite certificate from recognized Institute to Engineer in
charge for approval. Notwithstanding such approval, if the tradesmen are found to have
inadequate skill to execute the work of respective trade, the contractor shall substitute su
tradesmen within two days of written notice from EngineeCharge. Failure on the part of
contractor to obtain approval of Enginge+Charge or failure to deploy qualified tradesmen will
attract a compensation to be paid by contractor at the r&e.d00 per such tradesman per day.
Decision of Engineer in Charge as to whether particular tradesman possesses requisite skill and
amount of compensation in case of default shall be final and binding.

Provided always, that the provisions of this ciushall not be applicable for works with
estimated cost put to tender being less than Rs. 5 crores.
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CLAUSE 20 : MINIMUM WAGES ACT TO BE COMPLIED WITH

The contractor shall comply with all the provisions of the Minimum Wages Act, 1948, and
Contract Labur (Regulation and Abolition) Act, 1970, amended from time to time and rules
framed thereunder and other labour laws affecting contract labour that may be brought into force
from time to time.

CLAUSE 21 : WORK NOT TO BE SUBLET. ACTION IN CASE OF INSOLV ENCY

The contract shall not be assigned or sublet without the written approval of the Emgineer
Charge. And if the contractor shall assign or sublet his contract, or attempt to do so, or become
insolvent or commence any insolvency proceedings or rmakeomposition with his creditors or
attempt to do so, or if any bribe, gratuity, gift, loan, perquisite, reward or advantage pecuniary or
otherwise, shall either directly or indirectly, be given, promised or offered by the contractor, or
any of his servats or agent to any public officer or person in the employ of WAPCOS in any way
relating to his office or employment, or if any such officer or person shall become in any way
directly or indirectly interested in the contract, the EngineéCharge on beltaof the WAPCOS

shall have power to adopt the course specified in Clause 3 hereof in the interest of WAPCOS and
in the event of such course being adopted, the consequences specified in the said Clause 3 sha
ensue.

CLAUSE 22

All sums payable by wagf compensation under any of these conditions shall be considered as
reasonable compensation to be applied to the use of WAPCOS without reference to the actual loss
or damage sustained and whether or not any damage shall have been sustained.

CLAUSE23: CHANGES I N FI RMO6S CONSTI TUTI ON TO BE

Where the contractor is a partnership firm, the previous approval in writing of the Ergineer
Charge shall be obtained before any change is made in the constitution of the firm. Where the
contractor isan individual or a Hindu undivided family business concern, such approval as
aforesaid shall likewise be obtained before the contractor enters into any partnership agreement
where under the partnership firm would have the right to carry out the worksy heréértaken

by the contractor. If previous approval as aforesaid is not obtained, the contract shall be deemed
to have been assigned in contravention of Clause 21 hereof and the same action may be taken, an
the same consequences shall ensue as providbd said Clause 21.

CLAUSE 24
All works to be executed under the contract shall be executed under the direction and subject to

the approval in all respects of the EngineeCharge who shall be entitled to direct at what point
or points and in whamanner they are to be commenced, and from time to time carried on.
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CLAUSE 25: SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES & ARBITRATION

Amicable Resolution and Mediation

Save where expressly stated to the contrary in the Contract, any dispute, difference versyntro

of whatever nature between the Parties, howsoever arising under, out of or in relation to the
Contract including disputes, if any, with regard to any acts, decision or opinion of WAPCOS
Limited Representative and so notified in writing by eitheryPart o t he ot her (t h
in the first instance be attempted to be resolved amicably in accordance with the procedure set out
in Clause 5.30.1 [Amicable Resolution and Mediation] below.

Either Party may require such Dispute to be referred peraon nominated by each Party, for
amicable settlement. Upon such reference, the two shall meet at the earliest mutual convenience
and in any event within [15 (fifteen)] days of such reference to discuss and attempt to amicably
resolve the Dispute.

In the event that the Dispute in question is not resolved amicably within 15 (fifteen) days of such
meeting between the Parties in accordance with Clause 5.30.1 [Amicable Resolution and

CLAUSE 47: CONDITIONS SPECIFIC TO GREEN BUILDINGS PRACTICES CLAUSE
The contractor shall strictly adhere to the following conditions as part of his contractual
obligations:

1. SITE

1.1 The contractor shall ensutieat adequate measures are taken for the prevention of erosion of
the top soil during the construction phase. The contractor shall implement the Erosion and
Sedimentation Control Plan (ESCP) provided to him by the Enginesdrarge as part of the
larger nstruction Management Plan (CMP). The contractor shall obtain the Erosion and
Sedimentation Control Plan (ESCP) Guidelines from the Engineghrarge and then prepare
Awor ki ng pl ano for the foll owing mont hoés
constuction management, staging & ESCP. At no time soil should be allowed to erode away
from the site and sediments should be trapped where necessary.

1.2 The contractor shall ensure that all the top soil excavated during construction works is neatly
stackedand is not mixed with other excavated earth. The contractors shall take the clearance
of the architects / Engine@r-charge before any excavation. Top soil should be stripped to a
depth of 20 cm (centimetres) from the areas to be disturbed, for exaroptesed area for
buildings, roads, paved areas, external services and area required for construction activities
etc. It shall be stockpiled to a maximum height of 40 cm in designated areas, covered or
stabilised with temporary seeding for erosion prevendind shall be reapplied to site during
plantation of the proposed vegetation. Top soil shall be separated from subsoil, debris and
stones larger than 50 mmi{limetre) diameter. The stored top soil may be used as finished
grade for planting areas.

1.3 The contractor shall carry out the recommendations of the soil test report for improving the
soil under the guidance of the Engingeicharge who would also advise on the timing of
application of fertilizers and warn about excessive nutrient levels.

1.4 The contactor shall carry out pesinstruction placement of topsoil or other suitable plant
material over disturbed lands to provide suitable soil medium for vegetative growth. Prior to
spreading the topsoil, the sgbade shall be loosened to a depttbOmm to permit bonding.
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Topsoil shall be spread uniformly at a minimum compacted depth of 50mm on grade 1:3 or
steeper slopes, a minimum depth of 100mm on shallower slopes. A depth of 300mm is
preferred on relatively flatter land.

1.5 The Contractoshould follow the construction plan as proposed by the Enginedrarge to
minimize the site disturbance such as soil pollution due to spilling. Use staging and spill
prevention and control plan to restrict the spilling of the contaminating materialtean
Protect top soil from erosion by collection storage and reapplication of top soil, constructing
sediment basin, contour trenching, mulching etc.

1.6 No excavated earth shall be removed from the campus unless suggested otherwise by
Engineerin-chage. All subsoil shall be reused in backfilling/landscape, etc as per the
instructions of the Engineén-charge

1.7 The contractor shall not change the natural gradient of the ground unless specifically
instructed by thea r ¢ h i/tlardscip@& sondaint. This shall cover all natural features like
water bodies, drainage gullies, slopes, mounds, depressions, rocky outcrops, etc. Existing
drainage patterns through or into any preservation area shall not be modified unless
specifically directed by the §meerin-charge.

1.8 The contractor shall not carry out any work which results in the blockage of natural drainage.

1.9 The contractor shall ensure that existing grades of soil shall be maintained around existing
vegetation and lowering or raisirthe levels around the vegetation is not allowed unless
specifically directed by the Enginegr-charge

1.10Contractor shall reduce pollution and land development impacts from automobiles use during
construction.

1.11 Overloading of trucks is unlawf and creates and erosion and sedimentation problems,
especially when loose materials like stone dust, excavated earth, sand etc. are moved. Prope
covering must take place. No overloading shall be permitted.

2. CONSTRUCTION PHASE AND WORKER FACILITIE S

2.1 The contractor shall specify and limit construction activity inglemned/ designated areas and
shall start construction work after securing the approval for the same from the Emgineer
charge. This shall include areas of construction, stokEfgenaterials, and material and
personnel movement.

2.2 Preserve and Protect Landscape during Construction

a) The contractor shall ensure that no trees, existing or otherwise, shall be harmed and
damage to roots should be prevented during trenching, gldmckfill, driving or
parking heavy equipment, dumping of trash, oil, paint, and other materials detrimental
to plant health. These activities should be restricted to the areas outside of the canopy of
the tree, or, from a safe distance from the treefgigrnmeans of barricading. Trees will
not be used for support; their trunks shall not be damaged by cutting and carving or by
nailing posters, advertisements or other material. Lighting of fires or carrying out heat
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or gas emitting construction activity thin the ground, covered by canopy of the tree is
not tobe permitted

c) The contractor shhiconserve existing natural areas and restore damaged areas to
provide habitat and promote biodiversity. Contractor should limit all construction
activity within the specified area as per the Construction Management Plan (CMP)
proposed by the Enginear-charge. All the existing trees should be preserved, if not
possible than compensate the loss bglamting trees in the proportion of 1:3.

d) The contractor shall avoid cut and fill in the root zones, through delineating and fencing
the drip line (the sprealimit of a canopy projected on the ground) of all the trees or
group of trees. Separate the zones of movement of heavy equipment, parking, or
excessive foot traffic from the fenced plant protection zones.

e) The contractor shall ensure that maintenanceities shall be performed as needed to
ensure that the vegetation remains healthy. The preserved vegetated area shall be
inspected by the Enginear-charge at regular intervals so that they remain
undisturbed. The date afispection type of maintenancer sestorative action followed
shall be recorded in the logbook.

Contractor shall be required to develop and implement a waste management plan,
guantifying material diversion goals. He shall establish goals for diversion from disposal in
landfills and irtinerators and adopt a construction waste management plan to achieve these
goals.
